IB Chemistry classes at YCIS

1. You should have 

· an exercise book for classwork: notes, experimental write ups, problems sets.

· a Globe file for homework, assessed work and handouts. Each sheet should be dated and kept in chronological order. I will check them regularly.

2. Homework must be done on loose A4 paper and must have your name, date and title. It must be handed in completed and on time. 

3. Late homework can be put into the tray in the cupboard labelled Mr H. H/W outside the science office.

4. Homework may include written work and/or reading assignments. It is just as important to do all reading assignments as it is written ones. Failure to do so is usually apparent during the progress of the class. 

5. If homework is persistently not handed in, done badly or incompletely, form tutors, head of year and parents will be informed.

6. All chemistry problems of a mathematical nature are to contain the setup, as well as the answer. This is on homework, quizzes and tests. No credit will be given for an answer without the setup.

7. You are expected to be on time to lessons. If I am in the lab, just come in. You only need to wait outside if I have not arrived. Persistent lateness hinders your progress and the progress of others in the class.

8. You are expected to bring all your books, your file and diary to each lesson.

9. If you have a problem, want to talk about something you don’t understand, please come to see me in the science office any time. You can e-mail me at hkalchemy@yahoo.com.

Homework.

These are the types of homework you will be assigned:

1. Essay or mini-essay – An essay means a couple of sides of A4, written as prose, NOT bullet points, with a small number of diagrams which clearly illustrate or support the text. Marks are awarded for clarity, use of English and presentation.

2. Problems / questions – All working must be shown, or your marks will be greatly reduced

3. Worksheet – complete the sheet as fully as possible

4. Notes / Summary – This must NOT be prose - you can write bullet points if you like. Marks are awarded for clarity, use of English and presentation.

5. Research – Use textbooks and the Internet to find information and write a summary of your findings. Marks are awarded for clarity, use of English and presentation.

6. Reading – No written work required, but if you fail to do the reading, this will usually be obvious in the next class.

The deadline for HW will be given when the work is set.

IB Practical work (Internal Assessment).

You are responsible for your IA file. The PSOW sheet must be kept up to date, a copy of each practical lab report must be kept in the file and the file itself must not leave the lab. 

Failure to keep the file up to date could mean your not being able to provide evidence that you have completed the practical element of the course. If this is the case, you will not be graded in chemistry.
